LAST YEAR, HONG Kong
Chief Executive Carrie Lam
only made it through a few
lines of her annual policy ad-
dress before pro-democracy
lawmakers forced her to flee
the chamber and deliver it vir-
tually.

On Wednesday, she spoke
for more than two hours to a
legislative body with no mem-
bers of an opposition that has
long resisted the city’s integra-
tion with the mainland. After
quoting Chinese President Xi
Jinping at the outset, Lam de-
fended Beijing’s sweeping ac-
tions to exert greater political
control over Hong Kong while
outlining steps aimed at inter-
locking the two economies.

The address,which was de-
layed so Lam could consult

Communist Party leaders in
Beijing, featured a slew of ref-
erences to the mainland com-
pared with last year’s abbrevi-
ated speech. They included a
section on the benefits of a
sweeping China-imposed na-
tional security law, which
prompted the US to revoke
Hong Kong’s special trading
privileges and sanction top
Chinese and Hong Kong lead-
ers,including Lam.

The 24,000-word speech
featured few immediate mea-
sures that would provide relief
for a city reeling from a new
wave of virus infections, an
economy in deep contraction
and worsening wealth in-
equality. The Hang Seng Index
pared an earlier gain of as
much as 1.7% to close up
0.3% on the day.

“For many small businesses
thatare still fighting to survive
they would be disappointed,
especially now that the city is
entering the fourth wave of
Covid outbreak,” said Tommy
Wu, senior economist with Ox-
ford Economics in Hong Kong.

“The main objective of to-
day’s policy speech was really

about Hong Kong-China inte-
gration in the post-national
security law era,” he said.
“Many of the economic poli-
cies mentioned in the speech
have a mainland China ele-
ment toit, from finance to tech
to youth employment.” Lam’s
remarks reinforced the extent
towhich Hong Kong’s future is
tethered to China, a trend that
has only accelerated as Beijing
moved to snuff out any politi-
cal dissent in the former
British colony. While the city
remains a conduit for Chinese
companies to raise capital,

more Western businesses are
questioning Hong Kong’s via-
bility as a financial hub -- par-
ticularly as doubts grow over
the independence of the judi-
ciary.

Lam spent a sizable part of
her speech promoting the
Greater Bay Area concept that
seeks to create a Silicon Valley-
style regional economic zone
with the nearby mainland
cities of Guangzhou and Shen-
zhen. She spoke about various
programs to boost employ-
ment opportunities for young
Hong Kongers to take jobs in

fter political unrest

the mainland, including wage
subsidies for Hong Kong tech
companies to deploy staff in
mainland cities and funding
fora cross-boundaryyouth en-
trepreneurship plan.

“The biggest opportunity
lies with central government
support to tap into the main-
land market,” Lam said.“This is
the growth engine”

However, critics in Hong
Kong see the project as an at-
tempt to further erode the for-
mer British colony’s autonomy
following Beijing’s moves to
crack down on political speech
and assembly. Opposition
politician Claudia Mo, who re-
signed along with other pro-
democracy politicians this
month, criticised Lam’s re-
marks on the Greater Bay Area,
saying on Twitter that it would
mark the “end of Hong Kong as
we know it.”

While some young people
in Hong Kong would take up
the offer to look for work in
China, the majority are un-
likely to jump at the opportu-
nity,said Jean-Pierre Cabestan,
chair professor of political sci-
ence at Hong Kong.

Britain’s Duchess Meghan speaks about miscarriage

MEGHAN, THE DUCHESS of
Sussex, has revealed that she
had a miscarriage in July, an
extraordinarily personal dis-
closure coming from a high-
profile British royal.

The wife of Prince Harry
and former actress wrote
about the experience in detail
inan opinion article published
in the New York Times on
Wednesday, saying that it took
place one morning when she
was caring for Archie, the cou-
ple’s son.

“I knew, as I clutched my
firstborn child, that I was los-
ing my second,” Meghan
wrote, describing how she felt
asharp cramp after picking up
Archie from his crib, and
dropped to the floor with him
in her arms, humming a lul-
laby to keep them both calm.

Meghan described how she
and her husband were both in
tears as she lay in a hospital
bed hours later.

“Losing a child means car-
rying an almost unbearable
grief,experienced by many but
talked about by few,” she wrote.

“Yet despite the staggering

commonality of this pain, the
conversation remains taboo,
riddled with (unwarranted)
shame,and perpetuatinga cy-
cle of solitary mourning,” she

Beyonce dominates Grammy nods:
The Weeknd calls process ‘corrupt’

BEYONCE DOMINATED
NOMINATIONS for the 2021
Grammy Awards on Tuesday in
a field that favoured alterna-
tive artists over mainstream
musicians, topped by a stun-
ning snub for Canadian singer
The Weeknd, who called the
process “corrupt.”

Beyonce’s nine nods made
her the second most nomi-
nated Grammy artist in his-
tory, with a total of 79, and
came through projects that
celebrated Black culture in a
year of racial turmoil in the
United States.

The biggest shutout for the
highest honours in the music
industry was The Weeknd,
whose critically acclaimed al-
bum “After Hours,” was No. 1
on the Billboard 200 charts for
four weeks.

Variety called the omission
of the R&B singer, who has
been chosen to play the half-
time show at the Super Bowl
next year, “the biggest snub in
memory.”

The Weeknd, in a Twitter
post, said: “The Grammys re-
main corrupt. You owe me, my
fans and the industry trans-
parency.”

The Recording Academy’s
chairand interim CEO, Harvey

Mason, said in a written state-
ment that he understood The
Weeknd’s disappointment.

“We were thrilled when we
found out he would be per-
forming at the upcoming Su-
per Bowl and we would have
loved to have him also perform
on the Grammy stage the
weekend before. Unfortu-
nately, every year, there are
fewer nominations than the
number of deserving artists,’
Mason said.

In June the academy,whose
members choose the nomi-
nees and vote on the winners,
announced tighter rules re-
garding potential conflicts of
interest in response to claims
that the selection process was
open torigging.

The Grammys will be
handed out in Los Angeles on
January 31, hosted by Trevor

Noah.

British singer Dua Lipa, pop
star Taylor Swift and rapper
Roddy Ricch got six nomina-
tions apiece.

Swift and Dua Lipa will
compete for the top prize - al-
bum of the year - along with
R&B singer Post Malone,
British band Coldplay, female
band Haim, avant-garde
Briton Jacob Collier, American
soul band Black Pumas and
American alternative R&B
singer Jhene Aiko.

Billboard called the nomi-
nations foralbum, record, song
of the year and best new artist
surprising for the range of “su-
perstar nominees as well as
out-of-nowhere newcomers.”

Bob Dylan, 79, was a no-
show despite acclaim for his
first album of new music in
eight years,“Rough and Rowdy
Ways,”while established artists
like Katy Perry, Maren Morris,
The Chicks, Halsey and the
Jonas Brothers all got zero
nominations.

Mutations not making
virus able to spread
more rapidly: Study

THE COVID-19-CAUSING
coronavirus is mutating as it
spreads around the world in
the pandemic, but none of the
mutations currently docu-
mented appears to be making
it able to spread more rapidly,
scientists said on Wednesday.

In a study using a global
dataset of virus genomes from
46,723 people with Covid-19
from 99 countries, researchers
identified more than 12,700
mutations, or changes, in the
SARS-CoV-2 virus.

“Fortunately,we found that
none of these mutations are
making Covid-19 spread more
rapidly,” said Lucy van Dorp, a
professor at University College
London’s Genetics Institute
and one of the co-lead re-
searchers on the study.

She added, however: “We
need to remain vigilant and
continue monitoring new mu-
tations, particularly as vac-
cines get rolled out”

Viruses are known to mu-
tate all the time, and some -
such as flu viruses - change
more frequently than others.

Most mutations are neu-
tral,but some can be either ad-
vantageous or detrimental to
the virus, and some can make
vaccines against them less ef-
fective. When viruses change
like this,vaccines against them
have tobe adapted regularly to
ensure they are hitting the
right target.

With the SARS-CoV-2 virus,
the first vaccines to show effi-

cacy against the disease it
causes could get regulatory ap-
proval and begin to be used to
immunise people before the
end of the year.

Francois Balloux, a UCL
professor who also worked on
the study, said that its find-
ings, for now, posed no threat
to Covid-19 vaccine efficacy,
but cautioned that the immi-
nent introduction of vaccines
could exert new selective pres-
sures on the virus to mutate to
try to evade the human im-
mune system.

“The news on the vaccine
frontlooks great,”he said.“The
virus may well acquire vac-
cine-escape mutations in the
future, but we’re confident
we’ll be able to flag them up
promptly, which would allow
updating the vaccines in time
if required”
