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Direct FCI to confirm rice procurement target from state: Telangana CM to Modi

HYDERABAD: Telangana CM K Chandrasekhar Rao on Wednesday
wrote to Prime Minister Narendra Modi, urging the Centre to direct
the FCl to confirm the target of rice procurement from the state

during ensuing Rabi season, among others. His letter comes in the
backdrop of the continuing war of words between the ruling TRS and
BJP over paddy procurement in the state.

At least ten police personnel, including three
officers, were injured in Malegaon. In
Nanded city, eight police personnel had
sustained injuries while the mob had
damaged four police vehicles. In Amravati,
over 8,000 people had gathered outside the
district collector's office last week to submit a
memorandum demanding that atrocities
against the minority community be stopped,
wherein people resorted to stone-pelting.

In view of the rising violence, a four-day
curfew was imposed in Amravati from
November 13-16 which has been extended
till next week with periods of relaxation.

Jadhav can file review...

The International Court of Justice (Review and
Re-consideration) Bill, 2021, which aims at
fulfilling Pakistan's obligation, was resented by
passed by the joint sitting through voice vote.
The law allows Jadhav to challenge his
conviction in the high court through a review
process which was a requirement of the 1CJ
verdict. The joint sitting is called when the
differences between the National Assembly
and Senate are unbridgeable. The current
impasse was due to the fact that the ruling
Pakistan Tehreek-i-Insaf and allied parties enjoy
majority in the National Assembly but are in
minority in the Senate or the upper house.

The 1CJ (Review and Re-consideration) Bill,
2020 was among the 21 bills passed by the
National Assembly in June, but the Senate had
refused to pass them. The government had
also tried to enforce the ICJ verdict through
promulgation of a special ordinance in 2019 in
the wake of the ICJ verdict.

But when the government promulgated an
ordinance to enable Jadhav to file a review
petition, he refused. Later, the Pakistan
government through its defence secretary filed
a case in the Islamabad High Court in 2020 to
appoint a defence counsel for Jadhav. The IHC
had formed a three-member larger bench in
August 2020 which has repeatedly asked India
to nominate a lawyer from Pakistan for Jadhav
but New Delhi refused, insisting that it should
be given a chance to appoint an Indian lawyer.

HC discharges DHFL in...

According to the relevant provisions, DHFL
would not be liable for any offence
committed prior to commencement of the

Corporate Insolvency Resolution Process.
Also, the prosecution would not continue once
the resolution plan was approved by the NCLT,
added Kadam. Pranav Badheka, advocate for
Kapil Wadhawan, opposed DHFL's plea stating
that Wadhwan and 63 Moons Technologies
Ltd have filed appeals before the National
Company Law Appellate Tribunal (NCLAT)
challenging the approval for DHFLs reverse
merger. He argued that the execution of the
Resolution Plan would be subject to the
outcome of appeals and discharging the NBFC
at this stage would be "overhasty”.

Even the CBI counsel, Hiten Venegaonkar,
opposed the plea stating that it would be
inappropriate to discharge the NBFC of the
criminal liability until statutory appeals were
decided. Venegaonkar argued that
cognisance of an offence cannot be taken
twice. Hence it would be very difficult for the
investigating agency to reverse the situation
if the approval to the resolution plan was
reversed by the NCLAT while deciding the
appeals. While discharging DHFL, Justice
Shinde noted that the NCLAT had refused to
stay the execution of the reverse merger.
Following the merger, DHFL's management
has also changed.

The court observed that Kapil Wadhawan and
Rakesh Wadhawan were ousted from the
Board of Directors of the NBFC two years ago
and as a result had no control over the
management of the NBFC. While discharging
DHFL, Justice Shinde observed that the facts of
the present case, as brought out by DHFL, in
particular subsequent events, have
indisputably established change in its
management, which has hardly been disputed
by Wadhawan. It was noted that the
subsequent events like appointing additional
directors on the DHFL board had already taken
place and those were placed on record before
the CBI Court. In March 2020, the CBI
registered a case against the Wadhwans and
the Kapoors of Yes Bank in alleged multi-crore
money laundering scam. According to the CBI,
between April and June 2018, Yes Bank
allegedly invested Rs 3,700 crore in short term
non-convertible debenture of DHFL. In turn,
Rana Kapoor and family received Rs 600 crore
as kickbacks from DHFL in terms of loan
advanced to two firms his family members
controlled.

Cong to turn legal heat...

Congress minister Vijay Wadettiwar called
Ranauta “naachnewali” who is not even
worthy of taking the name of Mahatma
Gandhi. “Koi naachnewali Mahatmaji ke upar
agar baat karti hai toh uska uttar dena main
theek nahi samajhta. (I don‘t even think it is
worth talking about a dancer who talks about
Mahatma Gandhi),” he said. NCP chief
spokesman and Minority Affairs Minister
Nawab Malik also condemned Ranaut's
remarks saying such character assassination
would not be accepted in the country. "A
woman who speaks after consuming Malana
Cream cannot destroy Mahatma Gandhi's
thoughts. Kangana Ranaut has insulted
Mahatma Gandhi. The idea of non-violence
has been accepted by the world. Violence does
not solve any problem,” he said. Shiv Sena MP
Sanjay Raut claimed that Ranaut had insulted
the nation and she must apologise. Earlier, the
MVA partners had criticised Ranaut for her
statement that India’s freedom in 1947 was
not freedom but 'bheekh’. “And we got real
freedom in 2014," she had said.

State Congress leader Sachin Sawant said,
“This is the BJP's version of ‘Jhansi Ki Rani’
who dares to slander the freedom struggle and
the sacrifices of the martyrs with her Azaadi
bheekh me mili hai" statement now.”

Netaji's daughter says...

On Tuesday, Ranaut shared an old newspaper

article on her Instagram story section, saying
that, “Either you are a Gandhi fan or Netaji
supporter. You can't be both, choose and
decide." The said newspaper cutting was an
article from the 1940s with a headline that
read, "Gandhi, others agreed to hand over
Netaji.” In a separate Instagram Story, she
wrote: “Those who fought for freedom were
"handed over" to their masters...by those
who had no courage...to fight their
oppressors..."

Taking a dig at Mahatma Gandhi, she further
wrote, “Those are the ones who taught us, if
someone slaps you, offer another cheek for
one more slap and that is how you will get
aazadi. That's not how one gets aazadi, one
can only get bheekh like that. Choose your
heroes wisely."

She continued, “So you need to choose who
you support because just placing them all in
one box of your memory and every year
wishing them all on their birth anniversaries
is not enough. In fact, it is not just dumb, it
is highly irresponsible and superficial. One
must know their history and their heroes.”

The National Campaign Committee for
Central Legislation on Construction Labour
said the blanket ban on construction
activities, without identifying and excluding
those that do not contribute towards air
pollution is "irrational, arbitrary and
whimsical."

Justice Surya Kant, who had earlier insisted
that farmers need incentives to find
alternatives, on Wednesday yet again
underscored: "lrrespective of figures in
affidavits, we have to consider the plight of
the farmers...what compels him to burn the
stubble? Nobody is concerned about that.
People enjoying life in five-star hotels in
Delhi blame farmers. Look at their small land
holdings. Can they afford the machines you
all talk about? "When Delhi government's
senior counsel Abhishek Manu Singhvi was
about to cite data to counter the Centre, the
QI intervened: "If you see today's
newspapers, each paper has its own
statistics.

"WEFH: The Centre has opposed "work from
home" as already effected by Delhi
government. Instead, it has suggested car-
pooling. The court suggested that those
living in government colonies can use public
transport to reduce pollution. In an affidavit,
the Centre said it does not want to disrupt
the working of offices which are returning to
normal after a long time due to Covid
pandemic, during which they had most
worked from home.Moreover, the Central
government vehicles are minuscule fraction
of the total vehicles in Delhi and stopping
them would not make much difference in the
air quality in the national capital, the
affidavit said.

The Commission for Air Quality Management
has directed Delhi and the NCR states to
keep schools and other educational
institutions shut till further orders and stop
construction and demolition activities in the
region till Sunday, as decided in an
emergency meeting the previous day to bring
down the air pollution.The panel suggested a
ban on entry of all trucks in the national
Capital, except vehicles carrying essential
goods, shutting of schools and 50 per cent
attendance in offices.

Outgoing Chief Justice
of Madras HC leaves
for Kolkata by road

The outgoing Chief Justice of
the Madras High Court, Justice
Sanjib Banerjee whose transfer
to Meghalaya kicked up a con-
troversy here, on Wednesday left
for Kolkata by road, did not have
a farewell and said his actions
were "never personal" but taken
in the interest of the institution.

In a letter to his colleagues at
the Bench, the members of the
Bar, the Registry and the staff,
he appreciated the kindness and
warmth with which he and his
spouse were greeted during his
11-odd months of tenure here.

In particular, he told "all the
staff’ his regret is "that I could
not completely demolish the feu-
dal culture in which you serve"
while appreciating their cooper-
ation. Police sources said Justice
Banerjee and his spouse left for
Kolkata for their onward jour-
ney to Meghalaya, where he
would serve in the High Court,
and state police accompanied
him till Vellore, a border district.
